LAYING THE GROUNDWORK:
2021-2022 LEGISLATIVE BIENNIUM

During the 2021-2022 legislative biennium, the Legislature laid the
foundation for an equitable, high-quality, affordable child care
system by passing H.171/Act 45 of 2021, and making significant
investments in:

* Family affordability;

e Early childhood education workforce retention and recruitment;
e Critical research to inform the path to a fully transformed child

care system in 2023.

2023-2024 LEGISLATIVE BIENNIUM 0 care Campaig

During the next legislative session, we’ll work together to
advance a bill to realize the goals we’ve been working for:
* Affordability: No family will spend more than 10% of
their household income, achieved through a 4-year
CCFAP transformation plan
* Increase ECE pay, benefits, and overall support —
introduce a grant program to immediately increase

pay in 2023, and implement minimum compensation

standards (funded through CCFAP) in 2024

* Create a long-term, sustainable funding source
